Hair:  All Hair should be free from fly-aways or frizz (spray gel and wet hair works
wonders).
 All Ballet, Tap and Jazz classes- Hair in a neat, high bun. Bangs may be left down if
they are out of the students eyes.
Intro to Hip Hop and Hip Hop 1- Hair in a high ponytail
Exceptions: Hip hop 2, Ballet 4, Performance Team, Tap 3, Jazz 3 & Contemporary.
Hair in 2 Dutch braids into a low bun
Makeup: All students should have neutral color eye shadow (ex: golds, tans, browns),
Black eyeliner and mascara (false lashes optional). Lipstick - Red/Dark pink (may use a

8th all open seats will be available for purchase online up until the start of the
show. You will not be able to purchase tickets at the venue.
Arrival: When you bring your child to the auditorium please check in at the
desk by grabbing your students name card from the table. Do not lose this
card! This is how you will check out your student from backstage after the
show. 
You will bring your student to their assigned dressing room and get their shoes
on, (they should already be dressed/hair/makeup). Once ready please bring
them into the auditorium to watch the other dancers and wait for their
rehearsal time. After they are done you may watch quietly or they can go back
to the dressing rooms until the finale rehearsal. 
If you are late your student may miss the chance to rehearse on stage. 
Once rehearsal is over, you will bring your student back to their dressing room
and may head to the lobby and wait to be seated. Only Volunteers will be
allowed backstage or in the dressing rooms at this time. 
After the show: Only the 1 parent with the card will be allowed back stage to
pick up their student from the stage, and bring them into the dressing room to
collect their things.  Please leave the auditorium through the main doors and
come onto the stage through the side door, Do not walk up the stage. Also,
please leave all other children/family in the lobby. If you do not have a card
you will not be allowed backstage.
